It was suggested that AA read the resolution from the BOS during opening remarks.

4. Fundraising for the youth scholarships and other financial items were discussed.  Staff advised the Commission that very little money had been committed to date.  Additionally, staff informed the Commission that there were several dinners that would need to be comp’d which would affect the net balance for the awards dinner.
