5. SPEAKER  - Mari-Ann Rivers - Deputy County Counsel for past 27 years.  Thanked Commission for the time and energy given to the Commission and showed the Brown Act video.  She explained that the purpose of the presentation was to provide the basics, look at new items (revolving around social media, etc.) and answer any questions.  HRC is discretionary – exists at the favor of the BOS.  Violations can encourage the BOS to let a Commission sunset.  (HRC is scheduled to sunset on Aug 15th 2014. ) County Counsel’s client is the County of Marin.  If there are questions, they should be voted on by the entire group.  Then the Chair should express the concern/question to staff who will contact County Counsel.  Important issues:  General Commission responsibilities, public records act – conflict of interest issues.  Basic function of Brown Act is to allow public participation.  Commissioners can have civil and criminal liability if it is not followed.  DVD is on the G-Channel.
