Public Comment On Items Not On The Agenda
1. Alan Barnett commented that the Marin County Jail Population is up. He suggested that the Commission write to the Sheriff and send copies to the Board of Supervisors, asking for an explanation on the increase. He also suggested that the Sheriff’s Office should be held responsible for sending the monthly report on the demographics of the Jail Population.
2. Rodrigo Izquierdo suggested that the Human Rights Commission focus on requesting more staff and not more commissioners to handle all the work that needs to be done. 
Regular Business
1. Annual report stands as amended in last month’s meeting and will be presented to the Board of Supervisors for review for the November 15th meeting. Amendments to the budget made to accommodate the Equity Summit and possible rental fees for listening session venues. An amendment to change the ACLU membership line item to $400 in Human Rights related memberships instead of ACLU membership approved. Motion to approve the amendments suggested along with the replacement of ACLU membership to Human Rights related membership made. KN/KC m/s/p 
2. Update from the Tenant’s Rights Committee 
a. KC reported that due to the tenant’s habitability issues identified at the listening session in the Canal, KC and CM met with Gary Phillips, Mayor of San Rafael and Paul Jensen, San Rafael Planning Manager.

i. In the past there were 6 code enforcement officers, now there are less than 3

ii. The Vector Control booklet, “RATAS” was passed around.
iii. Posting information on who to contact with complaints and environmental health issues in apartment building entryways was suggested.

iv. A shared pool of code enforcers within the County was suggested.

v. Strategy on data collection on housing discrimination needed

Public Comment:  Rodrigo Izquierdo commented as a retired Firefighter/Fire Captain: What do the County of Marin Fire Field Officers do when they are out and see a code violation during an EMS call. What can the HRC hand out to the public to help education the public.
3. Issues Committee: Follow up from Marin City Listening Session (CL)
a. Power Point Presentation shown; copy attached listing Marin City’s issues.
b. Targeted policing of Golden Gate Village; partially due to Marin City being a training area for the Sheriff’s department. Why upper Donahue isn’t patrolled was asked.
c. Marin City was rebuilt after the war. Houses were taken down, with the same foot print. Is the health disparity due to contamination or another issue.  
d. After the Novato listening session, the Issues committee will compile the information received from all the listening sessions and draft a report with recommendations.
e. A review of the Analysis of Impediment was suggested by Commissioner Johnson.
