IX. Tenant Protections  Discussion (CL)

CL passed out two staff reports; one from December 15 and the other from February 9th.  (Available by request). CL asked the HRC to consider partnering with the Democratic Central Committee of Marin as part of a coalition of groups to hold a fact based forum with homeowners, landlords, politicians, realtors and tenants.
X. Bylaws Committee Update - CM, CL and KW will send out the first draft of the Bylaws for everyone’s review and comment prior to next month’s meeting. 





XI. Marin County Living Wage and the State’s $15 Minimum Wage Initiative were discussed – CM pointed out that due to Steve Kinsey’s not seeking re-election, now would be a good time to ask the candidates and solicit their opinion on the County Living Wage and the Minimum Wage.  CL suggested we include the $15 California State Wage information.  CS to research statistics and information on the status of the wage issue in Marin and within the State and report back to the HRC. CM made a motion to form an ad hoc committee to gather facts on the living wage and create language for a public statement. The ad hoc committee would include CM, GF and KN.  NJ/KN m/s/p one abstention and one declination. 




XII. Commissioner Open Forum

NJ spoke about the fatal shooting in Marin City. The victims were supposedly left by the coroner, stripped of their clothing and lying on the road for longer than necessary. NJ felt this was a violation of their basic human rights. This story was reported to her by Homer Hall.  HRC asked CS to research information on the Coroner’s report or ask that Mr. Hall come to our meeting and speak. CL asked for staff to ask the Sheriff’s dept to a HRC meeting and someone to come and discuss the public restroom issue.
