2. Nominee serves the community of Marin County.

3. Nominee is an active advocate for human rights and social justice for   

     individuals and/or groups.

4.  Nominee is an adult (aged 21 or older) or currently enrolled in high school as a senior.

· One letter of support from a person different than the nominator. 

· Two letters of references from individuals who are familiar with the nominee’s work including their contact information if needed. For high school senior nominees, please provide the name of a peer and of a teacher.
