1. Alan Barnett gave an introduction to his friend/guest, Agnes from Berlin, Germany who spoke about the Human Rights Issues that she experiences in Germany. 
2. Ed Berberian, District Attorney introduced the “Hate Crime Hotline.”  See informational handout. This hotline assists in the reporting the number of hate crimes in the County of Marin to the State Attorney General, and also gives direct access to the DA’s office.  Line is checked daily. The Line has options in English, Spanish, Farsi and Vietnamese. The D.A.’s office will send a representative to any community event they are invited to. Rob French, Chief Inspector is in charge of the hotline.
3. Izquierdo Rodrigo gave out an article about Sanctuary Communities.

d. A Rapid Response Team is being formed in the community to assist if there is a raid. Quick support, legal advice and media visibility
