Public Comment :
1. Fred Persily spoke on the concept of creating bias free communities. He is working with CAHRO on this concept and hopes to have a series of intergroup events.

2. Izquierdo Rodrigo spoke about the importance of communicating with the public on what the HRC has achieved. Suggested an annual report on the listening sessions, as well as the phone calls received from the public and what referrals are given. 
Regular Business
1. Chris Shaw presented an update on the plans for the MLK Jr Humanitarian event. She presented the certificates, the awards and the written programs and spoke about the timeline of events.
2. Commissioner Leimer from the Issues Committee presented two drafted documents that the committee created based on information gathered from the Community Listening Sessions. 
A. The first document called “Ratings of Potential Human Rights Issues to Address” is a matrix of criteria use to help rate the different issues and assist the Commission with prioritizing. A discussion included finding key strategies like partnering with other organizations to find starting points and resolutions. Commissioners discussed different actions to take, priorities and length of projects as well as individual and group commissioner participation, outreach and interest level.  
B. Commissioners reviewed the second document called “Recommended Priorities from Listening Sessions,” decided which to accept as priorities for the commission to take on, and discussed the actions to be taken on each topic and who would be responsible. 
C. Motion made to adopt the priorities and actions as discussed and agreed upon in reference to the amendments to the “Recommended Priorities from Listening Sessions” document.

Another suggestion to help and serve the public was having a food truck go out to West Marin. A fresh food stand could be established where the public could place weekly orders and the food would be delivered at the food stand each week by truck.
3. Commissioner Leimer led a discussion on the Post-Election Environment Activities going on in the community.  Discussion on what the HRC would take on, the priorities and how to calendar the events for awareness.
