4. Updates from Subcommittees




a. Justice System Committee HC and MW) met with Don Carney and asked why not more students of color participate in the Youth Court. Don Carney showed them a short film made by color of youth court at the Fairfax library. Per their discussion they believe that the Youth Court are not getting referrals from Marin City – due to the Sheriff’s belief that they track Marin City youth through probation. Students chose the suspension as opposed to youth court due to not wanting to deal with the penal system. Resurgence of Officers on school campus. In Novato, Don has been successful reducing the suspension rate. Educate community members – so they know about the youth court’s opportunity. Asking for assistance in Community meetings and getting in touch with the people of color community. Focus on getting:
i. More cases referred to youth court from Marin City and Canal

ii. More outreach and education on leadership opportunities

5. Planning for the meetings in 2020

a. Do we want to keep doing the community listening sessions on the road each year?

b. 4 meetings a year possibly travel in the community in March, May, July and September – Chris and Matt to make a proposal
1. Motion made that the jail count can be made once a quarter unless it is decided that an investigation into the issue is to be reviewed and the HRC are ready to tackle the issue then relook at the numbers on a monthly basis. Right now change to once a quarter. A MW/HC m/s/p


7. Commissioner Open Time
a. HC went to a first five meeting on library literacy and equity. By 3rd grade disproportionate kids of color vs. children white. Literacy levels start to gap and grow since then. 

b. Children have to be reading by 3rd grade level by the 3rd grade – they will have a difficult time moving forward. 

c. Number of different social factors that are derived from that – school of prison pipeline, graduation from high school, etc  Reading to learn vs learning to read. 
Not predicting the future – vs tracing it back. 

Kate Sears and Nancy did a community conversation at the Cruising Club. Talked about the cradle to the grave – healthy children educated to be employed need to be housed.
