b. Long-time Marin County resident

c. Filipino immigrant and survivor of police brutality.
d. As a past HRC Commissioner in 2006, he remembers that the majority of the complaints that came to the HRC were against law enforcement. 

e. Since 1997 recommendations have gone to the BOS to urge the BOS to create a sheriff accountability group. 

f. Subpoena power needed for the oversight group. 

g. Opposition of AB 1185 have not stated their reasoning

5. Commissioner discussion on Next Steps in regard to AB 1185.
a. HC: surprised by the work group and the consultant. HRC’s recommendation was for AB 1185 with subpoena powered oversight.
b. SM: A suggestion could be that the BOS should connect with NACOLE or another expert organization.
c. SJH: Talk to other counties and learn from their pitfalls and successes.
d. CA: More knowledge on our side. Learn about NACOLE training 
e. SM: AB 1185 is the right to establish, but not a mandate on oversight. 
f. CA to reach out to NACOLE to learn more, possibly present at the next meeting.
g. Cesar Lagleva: the complaint system for citizen complaints regarding the Sheriff’s Dept. is inoperable. 
h. Sec 25303 says that the Sheriff is only accountable to the Attorney General and the Board of Supervisors (BOS) only have power over the Sheriff’s funding.
i. CA: Is there a mechanism that complaints can go to the AG?
j. SM will reach out to Sonoma commission regarding AB 1185.
k. Motion for CA to reach out to NACOLE and SM to reach out Sonoma AB 1185. SJH/NJ m/s/p
6. Update on Website Subcommittee with discussion on proposed budget for website. 
a. Motion to approve a budget up to $1000 for the HRC website to be spent in support of products and tools for the operation of the website, domain, hosting, email service provider. SJH/CA m/s/p
