· Introductions and awarding of a Certificate of Appreciation; Center for Domestic Peace’s 40th anniversary celebration

· History of what was originally called, “wife beating”

· Originally, focused on raising “consciousness.”
· Feminist Warrior Pledge – “We will not be beaten”

· In the past 4 decades; changes have occurred: patriarchal norm has changed.

· The “Rise of Women” is now in the millions.
· The request to “Make him stop” is now emerged as a gender neutral issue.

· “Man Kind”, “Woman Kind” & “Teen Kind” programs in Marin have successfully graduated 38K from their program.
· The program has a total of 33 beds within two complexes on the same property.
· Support Groups available, with training on how to stay with the abuser with safety plans in place. 
· Transitional housing units for families.
· Hope for collaboration with College of Marin & the  Dominican to have domestic violence free campus

· Help navigating the legal process with legal system advocates
· In Marin, domestic abuse is the #1 crime that police respond to.
· Police have 87 things to do when they respond to a domestic violence call (rapid risk assessment). 
· 91% of the violence is gone if the victim is connected to Center of Domestic Peace
