IV. SS introduced speaker, Cherie Graham, Deputy Executive Director of Extra Food
1. Extra Food addresses food waste and food insecurities in Marin County
· 35% of food is wasted. 
· Food thrown away makes up the largest component of landfill. 
· Wasted food is huge driver of climate change
· One in five people in Marin suffer from food insecurities
· Extra Food is a Food recovery organization
· Food donations are picked up and delivered to a partner within 30 minutes
· Full time staff of 10 people and over 200 active volunteers and 150 non-profit partners
· Over 200 active volunteers which provide operational leverage
· With a refrigerated truck and van, they can go to larger facilities like Safeway
· Data on their non-profit partners that serve the community is kept
· What community the non-profit partner serves?
· What food is needed?
· How many are served?
· Does the partner have refrigerated storage?
· Data matched with food suppliers and a food trip is matched
· Rescued food is mostly fresh nutritious food; produce, dairy, some meat, baked goods,etc
· Impact 9K people a month
· So far diverted 5M pounds of food from the landfill. 
· Community based and community building program. 
· Founded 8 years ago. 
· Has become part of Marin’s Emergency Response System during fires, COVID, etc

2. Besides volunteering on a regular basis, what can individuals do? 
· Evangelize about Extra Food to possible food suppliers.  
3. What can the MWC do besides evangelize? 
· Getting the word out to this solvable problem and also the need for financial donors 
4. How can an event or group set up the donation of extra food be picked up for donation? 
· Call the Extra Food and hit Ext 1 and whoever is covering the phone will assist. But it is not 24/7. It has to be at least 10 servings to be an impactful donation. 
5. How is Extra Food funded?
· Major source of funding is individual donors that support the mission. 
· MCF support and multi-year grants. 
· Government funding.
